Children will be given a username and a password this
week. This will enable them to access Mathletics at home. The programme covers all areas of Numeracy and
is well worth a visit. If you would like to know more about this programme, please speak to Mrs Kelly. We also
intend to hold parents’ sessions later this term, to provide you with information on the math’s your child will do
at each stage of their learning. Mrs Kelly will provide further information on this over the coming weeks.

We also have the Accelerated Reading (AR) programme in the school. Many children avail of this and have
made very good progress with their reading. The AR programme will be available before and after school
from Monday 16t September.
